The Council met in regular session in the Wahoo Public Library, 637 N Maple, in compliance with
the agenda posted at City Hall, Post Office and First Bank of Nebraska, and the City of Wahoo
website, with each Council member being notified of the agenda prior to the meeting. The
meeting was called to order by Mayor Gerald D. Johnson at 7:00 p.m. and opened with the
Pledge of Allegiance. The public was informed of the location of posting of the Open Meetings
Law. Roll call was taken with the following Council members present: Stuart Krejci, Ryan Ideus,
Carl Warford, Chris Rappl, Karen Boop and Patrick Nagle.

Theresa Klein informed that council that the new Logo for the City of Wahoo will be launched on
Nov. 9, 2022, at the Wahoo Chamber of Commerce fundraiser.

Department Head Reports were given by EMS Chief Grant Anderson and Fire Chief Cody Hull.

Council Member Krejci motioned and Council Member Ideus seconded approval of the consent

Council Member Krejci motioned, and Council Member Nagel seconded to take the Approval of
final plat for subdivision known as Wilmer Ridge Addition, a 38.98 acre parcel of land, more or
less, located in the North 1/2 of the Southwest 1/4 and the South 1/2 of the Northwest 1/4, all in
section 34, Township 15 North, Range 7 East of the 6th P.M., Saunders County, Nebraska, as filed
by JEO Investments, Inc. from the table for discussion. Roll call vote Krejci, yes; Nagle, yes; Boop,
yes; Warford, yes; Ideus, yes; and Rappl, yes.

Mike Sullivan of Lincolnshire Investments presented an alternate plan for the purposed project.
This new plan limited the number of retail spaces and added enclosed parking that would run
along 5™ street. Jovan Lausterer, City Attorney, advised that action could not be taken on this
since it was not submitted within the time frame needed to allow the public to view it if they
wished.

EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO, BY EXTENDING A PERMITTED CONDITIONAL
USE, THAT BEING AUTOMOBILE SERVICE AND REPAIR, AS ALLOWED BY
PERMITTED CONDITIONAL USES LISTED UNDER C-1 COMMERICAL ZONING
DISTRICT OF WAHOO ZONING REGULATIONS SECTION 5.12.03.
